Tips on what to look for in the list of sites found

Many search engines provide an extract of the site - some include the context of the search terms.

Have a look at the date the site was last updated.

The search will give you web addresses for the information it has found. Looking at the address may assist in determining if the site is worth further exploration.

i) .edu or .ac in the site address usually means the site may have resources designed for supporting educational programs

ii) Have a look at the country where the site is located. The site may contain the following:
· .au - Australia

· .uk - United Kingdom

· .de - Germany
iii) The type of site may indicate what types of information may be available: 

· .edu.ac - education/academic

· .com - commercial

· .net - network

· .org - organisation (usually not-for-profit)

iv) Look at the types of files that the search has located.

· .htm or .html - a web page; can be viewed in a browser but not edited.

· .doc - a Microsoft Word document; needs to be downloaded and opened in Microsoft Word.

· .pdf - a portable document file; can be downloaded and viewed in Adobe Acrobat, cannot be easily edited.
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
